Overview

3. Explain how this department has gone above and beyond to support Sport Tourism in the area
4. Regional Sports Commission events hosted at facilities owned/managed by the department for past year (recent 12 month period)
5. Total Economic Impact of events hosted at facilities owned/managed by the department for the year (recent 12 month period)
6. Other programs or activities conducted in partnership with the department that have contributed to Sport Tourism efforts in the area and their economic impact (if measurable)
7. Organization logo(s) and electronic pictures, video or other media that best exhibits the department’s involvement in Sport Tourism.
