· Would the program/project have been possible without the support?

· Explain if the program/project will be continued and if so, how the Corporation/Foundation/ Business Entity will be involved and provide support.

· Is the company/organization a minority owned or lead entity in Florida? 

· Share any efforts that this organization has made/is making in terms of advancing diversity, equity, and inclusion. (include any public DEI statements, programs, and other information.)
· Add any additional information as to why you believe the organization being nominating is deserving of this recognition.
	LETTERS OF SUPPORT

Maximum 20 points available

· Include at least two letters from participants in the program or project that support the value of the Corporation/Foundation/ Business Entity’s contribution, as well as the value of the program or project.  Letters may also document the public’s response.




ENHANCEMENT ITEMS (Optional): Although not required, it may be used to enhance your application, enclose fliers, brochures, evaluations, videos, photographs, etc.  If you include them, the items should be original and must be included with each copy of your application. Please do not include clothing or apparel items.  Items that are submitted may not be returned.

Your application and submission will be reviewed by a panel.  The panel will score your application and submission based not only on the completeness of your application, but also for how creative and thorough you are in your submission and narrative descriptions that answer the questions as outlined for the narrative section.  This application is not just a checklist; it is an opportunity for you to demonstrate why your nomination should serve as a model for other supportive agencies.
